The student must secure a sealed, official transcript.

The student must submit an essay of a minimum of 500 words on “The
Importance of Community Service in Underrepresented areas in Spartanburg,
Cherokee, or Union Counties.” Please include in your essay a description of your
48 hours of community service.

Copy of Acceptance Letter to a 4 year university or college.
Must have completed 48 hours of community service.

The student must have a minimum grade point average (GPA) of 3.0 or above on
a 4.0 scale.
Two letters of recommendation: one from a teacher and one from an adult.

The packet must be postmarked by May 1, 2026.

Scholarship funds will be sent directly to the college or university in the
recipient's name.

The completed application packet, including the application form, the
sealed transcript, two letters of recommendation, and the essay must be
submitted in ONE envelope and mailed to:
